Change is just Around the Corner  
On August 29 we will celebrate Rally Day and the return 
to a full schedule of fall activities. An important change 
that will kick-off on Rally Day is a change in schedule for 
learning time and worship on Sunday mornings. Early 
service will remain the same, beginning at 8:00 a.m. 
Learning time will commence at 9:30 a.m. and include a 
full hour for education, ending at 10:30 a.m. Late service 
will begin at 10:45 a.m. 
 
Why the change? Time between the conclusion of the 
early service and the beginning of educational time has 
been problematic for some time. The 15 minutes cur-
rently allotted between the service ending and classes 
beginning is not adequate if the service runs over a few 
minutes due to a baptism or some other special event.  
It also does not allow for any 'social' time for people to 
visit, get coffee, take care of personal needs, and still 
get to classes on time. This has led to reduced learning 
time, generally only about 45 minutes for adults and 30 
minutes for children following their musical opening. 
 
Moving second service to 10:45 a.m. allows for ade-
quate learning time and does not drastically alter the 
time when service concludes, with service ending on or 
before noon. The goal is to provide a non-stressful Sun-
day morning experience for learners, teachers and wor-
shipers.

WORSHIP  
A Sermon Series Beginning in August  

 
Now that we have been worshipping in our new space for a few months, you have probably noticed some 

changes.  Nine years ago, I preached a sermon series on worship that talked about why we do what we do and 

how does that lead to mission.  Of course since then, along with building a new worship space, we have had 

many new people join our congregation.  Many who join our congregation do not come from Lutheran back-

grounds.  Sometimes, for those who are new, worship can be intimidating and confusing.  Sometimes, for 

those who have been worshipping on a regular basis, worship can become stale and lifeless, especially if we 

are just ñgoing through the motionsò.  Therefore, this sermon series will hopefully educate, inspire, invigo-

rate, and bring meaning to what we do when we come together as a community of faith every Sunday morn-

ing. 

  
According to Gathered and Sent: An Introduction to Worship, ñit all begins with God ï creation, life, beauty, 

truth, service, joy, hope.  Worship, too, begins with God.  Certainly God has commanded worship, but even 

more at the heart of worship is the story of Godôs desire to love Godôs created world into abundant life.  Wor-

ship is where we meet that God ï the God who created the heavens and the earth, the God who loved and 

wooed a stubborn and defiant people, the God who óbecame flesh and lived among usé full of grace and 

truthô (John 1:14).  Worship is not so much a place as it is an event, an encounter with the living God.ò 

  
There are four parts to Lutheran worship:  Gathering, Word, Meal, and Sending.  For four consecutive Sun-

days beginning August 1st, I will preach on these four parts of worship. 

  
August 1:  Gatheringé God calls and gathers believers through the Holy Spirit, and in response the commu-

nity acclaims this gracious God in song and prayer.   

  
August 8:  Wordé  In the rich treasure of Scripture proclaimed by readers and preachers, the Church 

hears the good news of God acting in this and every time and place. 

  
August 15:  Mealé  In thanksgiving, the congregation praises God for the gracious gifts of creation and 

the saving deeds of Jesus Christ through the breaking of bread and sharing of wine. 

  
August 22:  Sendingé Worship on the Lordôs Day ends with simplicity.  The community receives the bless-

ing of God and is invited to leave in peace, sent out to serve in word and deed.

policy and provide a foundation for moral deliberation 

and decisions by individuals and congregations. 
 

As people of faith our review and response at ALC will 

be to focus on such things as: 
¶ What are Christians to do with or about what is being 

learned and delivered through the developments in genet-

ics? 

¶ Are we really interested in consuming genetically modi-

fied plants and animals? 

¶ What does our confession of God as Creator provide as 

information for us to have good conversations about ge-

netics? 

¶ How does our doctrine about human sin provide implica-

tions for our approaches to the technological advances of 

genetics? 

¶ How will we use our strong sense for biblical justice and 

godly wisdom influence our decisions about genetics.

¶ Larry Baker  has resigned as head of the Resource Development ministry due to pressing family issues. John

From Family Promise of Lake Houston  
Family Promise of Lake Houston (FPLH) is committed to helping homeless families in our community 

achieve lasting independence.   We come together to provide safe, temporary housing, meals and sup-

port services to homeless families in the Lake Houston area.  Our goal is to provide programs and ser-

vices necessary to address the underlying causes of homelessness and to return our families to a self -

sustaining life.  

 

FPLH unites people from different segments of our caring community to work collaboratively to allevi-

ate the suffering of homeless families.   While not a religious organization, we get the majority of our 

volunteers from faith -based organizations. because they have a strong desire to help and a built - in 

volunteer base.   We also utilize the existing church facilities to provide temporary housing for our 

guest families.  

 

FPLH brings social service agencies together with congregations of all faiths to provide basic needs 

(regardless of a familyôs race or religion) to help families become self-sufficient.   The program tailors 

success plans for each family that include financial, career and educational goals.   Family Promise was 

founded in 1989   when the first Interfaith Hospitality Network opened its doors, and has since grown 

to 149 affiliates in 39 states.  

FamilyTime's Mission is . . .   
To provide an outreach program and accessible services to families and individuals in crisis 
through counseling, crisis intervention, information and referral, and shelter.   

 

FamilyTime Provides . . .  
-Free counseling and support groups for victims of abuse.  

-  A 24 -hour crisis helpline.  

-  "The Door,"  an emergency shelter for battered women and their children.  

-  Hospital accompaniment for sexual assault victims provided by trained advocates.  

-  Trained staff to provide legal advocacy about issues stemming from abuse.  

-  Professional counseling at affordable rates for non -victim issues.  

-  Parenting education and anger management classes.  

-  Most services are also available in Spanish.
