Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 

 There has been a lot of talk about social justice in 

the news lately, and what, if any role the Church 

and individual Christians should play.  The issues 

are many, including health care, immigration, eco-

nomic issues, and peace in the Middle East.  The 

prophet Micah proclaimed; ñHe has told you, O 

mortal, what is good; and what does the Lord re-

quire of you but to do justice, and to love kind-

ness, and to walk humbly with your God?ò  Micah 

6:8 

 

 Throughout Scripture, we find a rich tradition of 

God’s people speaking to people in power on behalf 

of others who are not heard.  God sent Moses to 

Pharaoh to demand the release of the enslaved and 

oppressed Israelites.  God forced Jonah to warn 

Nineveh of their precarious position with God and 

as a result the city was saved.  God sent prophet 

after prophet to speak to those in power on behalf 

of the powerless. 

 

 Indeed, the Good News that Jesus proclaimed was 

a prophetic voice to the rich and powerful – to the 

―authorities‖ of his day, whether it be Rome or the 

Jewish leaders.  His public ministry began with the 

words;  

 

 ñThe Spirit of the Lord is upon me, 

because he has anointed me 

 to bring good news to the poor. 

He has sent me to proclaim release to the captives 

 and recovery of sight to the blind, 

  to let the oppressed go free, 

to proclaim the year of the Lordôs favor.ò Luke 4:18 

 

 Clearly, these stories are indications of the heart of 

God toward those who are unable to defend or care 

for themselves.  The ELCA’s approved social state-

ment entitled, ―Church in Society‖ says the follow-

ing: 

 

 The witness of the ELCA in society flows from its 

identity as a community that lives from and for the 

gospel.  Faith is active in love; love calls for justice 

in the relationships and structures of society.  It is 

in grateful response to God’s grace in Jesus Christ 

that this church carries out its responsibility for the 

well-being of society and the environment…  As a 

prophetic presence, this church has the obligation 

to name and denounce the idols before which peo-

ple bow, to identify the power of sin present in so-

cial structures, and to advocate in hope with poor 

and powerless people.  When religious or secular 

structures, ideologies, or authorities claim to be 

absolute, the church says, “We must obey God 

rather than any human authority” (Acts 5:29).  

With Martin Luther, this church understands that 

“to rebuke” those in authority “through God’s 

word spoken publicly, boldly and honestly” is “not 

seditious” but “a praiseworthy, noble, and … par-

ticularly great service to God.” 

 

 Perhaps many of you are unaware that there are 

four advocacy ministries of the ELCA: 

 

  The ELCA WASHINGTON OFFICE fulfills the 

Evangelical Lutheran Church in America’s witness 

for social justice on domestic and foreign policy 

issues facing the nation, and through it, the world. 

The STATE PUBLIC POLICY OFFICES repre-

sent the church in advocating at the state govern-

ment level with and on behalf of those without eco-

nomic or political power. 

The LUTHERAN OFFICE FOR WORLD 

COMMUNITY represents the Evangelical Lu-

theran Church in America and The Lutheran World 

Federation at the United Nations headquarters in 

New York. 

The CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBIL-

ITY program operates on the belief that God’s 

business involves all of life and that God calls the 

Church both corporately and individually to use all 

that is committed to our care to practice good stew-

ardship of the creation, pursue justice, care for peo-

ple in need, and to seek things that make for peace.

Discipleship contributions for the first 13 weeks of 

2010 have been increasingly faithful. 
 

Contributions for the 2010 SPENDING PLAN FOR MIS-

SION were $21,082 and FFAITHAITH   VVENTUREENTURE   20072007   gifts 

were $28,039.  The combined total was $49,121.  The 

combined giving for these two important categories of 

our faithfulness was greater than $12,000 per week!!!   

These amounts are not just about money...they are 

about discipleship giving and discipleship living. Keep 

on ...keeping on…!   
 

Financial Secretary Tim Trautman shares that the con-

tributions for both the 2010 Spending Plan for Mission 

and FV07 were nearly $12,000 more than the 1st quar-

ter of 2009 or a $4,000 per week increase!  Wow! 

 

An additional $3,850 was contributed for the special 

items needed for the new worship center.  This brought 

the total to over $30,000 so far. 

 

 Remember that we are a TITHING congregation  as 

we continue the practice of disbursing 10%  our collec-

tive giving for the Mission Spending Plan to the Gulf 

Coast Synod and the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 

America.   

 

Additionally, we make a monthly contribution to sup-

port our partnership with Family Promise of Lake 

Houston.  We are one of the sustaining congregations 

of this ecumenical ministry for families in economic 

transition who are temporarily without permanent 

housing.
